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ABSTRACT

REVITALIZATION OF A PROGRAM FOR CAMPUS MISSION

As one of the professor of Kyung—Hee University I have been teaching the Christian
students circle of Eph‘phatha. This university is in Hweki—-dong, Dongdaemun -ku, Seoul
as established by Dr. Cho, Young—-Sik under the leadership of present president Dr. Cho,
Jung-Won. Eph’phatha the Christian students circle was started in April 1983 on Easter
day with the 20 members and it has been endeavoring for the vitalization of campus
mission with the graduate and the undergraduate united together.

In order to achieve the mission of Eph’phatha their rose the challenges and
questions. The 1st is the teaching of the professor with the sense of mission. The 2nd
is the problem of budget. The 3rd is the hour of meeting. The 4th is to educate to have
the sense of mission in evangelism. Therefore Eph’phatha should be enthusiastic in
evangelizing the campus. Biblically God ordered Isaiah, the prophet, to do his best in
collecting many nations and regions(Isaiah 66:18) in Old Testament. In New Testament
we read that Jesus Christ came to this world in search for the lost sheep(Luke 10), and
it was the great order(Matthew 28:19-20). In world church history the work of the
missionary activities of Gregory, Augustine, and Latorrette spread the great century of
evangelism. The Korean church history proves its enthusiasm as the country of
evangelism especially the evangelical policy of Nevius was represented by
self-government, self-support, and self-propagation.

As the witnessing community, communion community, and serving community the
church should make the campus mission vitalized. John Calvin explains the evangelism
by interpreting the words of God, K. Barth emphasizes the missionary activities should
be performed by dispatching, Hans Kiing says that the faith and confession of apostles
should be inherited, and A. Dulles has the strong opinion about the declaration of the
words of God.

The vision of Eph’phatha is to perform campus mission to follow the words of Jesus
Christ "Feed the lambs, tend the sheep, and feed the sheep”. Eph’phatha organized the
meeting of officers for positive activities including 6 departments and selecting chairman,
Kim, Min-Soo, vice—chairman, Hong, Min-Soo, and secretary genreal, Kim,
Young-Ran(The departments are mission, protocol, worship, education, public relation,
and music). As the professor of Ephphatha I evaluated that this program was for
vitalizing campus mission through the activities of visiting Kyung-Hee Medical Center,
Taereung Sungsim Hospital, and Chonsawon(The house of the angels in Yukchon-dong,
Eunpyung-ku, Seoul) and there the Ephphatha had the good chance of practicing the
serving activities in faith. I learned much through this dissertation the 1st is the fact
that campus mission depends absolutely ont the vitalization of Eph’phatha, the 2nd is
the fact that the structure of the Eph’phatha should be changed into the one centered
by the meeting of the officers of Eph’'phatha from the one by the pastor, the professor.,,
the 3rd is the fact that Eph’phatha must train the members to be the able leaders for
evangelic cooperation.

The last is the fact that Eph’phatha should be existed and the missionary activities
of Eph’phatha should be continued in the days to come. The significances I learned
from this program are;, 1) This program was the attempt of vitalizing campus mission
through the missionary activities of Eph’phatha. 2) This was attempted by me as the
professor of this university with the goal of teaching the students of Eph’phatha to be
the key members for evangelism. 3) This program has been successful in training the
Eph’phatha members to be able to perform the mission of fellowship and service by
training them to take the mission of spreading gospel with the sense of belief in the
university society which has been secularized.
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I. Situation Analysis

A. Current Situation

I have been teaching Christian student circle "Eph’phatha ” as a professor
in the college of Hotel Tourism in Kyung-Hee University. Kyung-Hee
University is located in Hweki—-dong, Dongdaemun-ku, Seoul, Korea. The
university of Kyung-Hee was established under the name of Shinheung College
by doctor Cho, Young-Sik in 1945, the year of liberation from Japan with the
laborers eating and sleeping together. He devoted himself to the whole man
education with  "the school precepts”, "democratization of campus”,
"democratization of the thought”, and "democratization of the life”. Presently
Kyung-Hee University has been known as one of the universities in Korea
desired to be attending by the students through the globalization and vitalization
with the new president Cho, Jung—-Won. The Christian student circle
"Eph’phatha ” is one of the diverse religious circles in the college of Hotel
Tourism. Eph’phatha started with about 20 members on Easter on April 1983
and has been performing campus mission activities continuously. At this time it
has total 44 members with 17 boys and 27 girls.

Eph'phatha has weekly members meeting for worship, communion and
serving activities.

B. Vision

The 1st ideal of Eph’phatha is the communion and serving between the
members for vitalization. The 2nd ideal is the vitalization of doctrine education
of Christianity for the elevation of the faith among the believers. The 3rd ideal
is the vitalization of mission(evangelism) training between the believers. The
ultimate goal of Eph’phatha is evangelism to non-Christian students. Therefore
in order to materialize such ideals Eph’phatha has been doing its best to
strengthen the friendly relations between the members through steady education
and new program, to transmit Jesus Christ to numerous non-Christian students
in the campus with the new missionary vision and to materialize the campus
life based on Christian spirit.

C. Impediments

There are many impediments for Eph’phatha to achieve the above 4 ideals.

1) The 1st impediment is the problem of the method of operation of
educational program of the professors teaching the Ep’hphatha .

2) The 2nd impediment is the lack of the space good for the meeting of the
members.

3) The 3rd impediment is the insufficient budget. Eph’phatha is operated with
the membership fee and the aid of the teaching professor without any other
income making its activities limited.



4) The 4th impediment is the lack of passion of the members in spreading
gospel.

D. Challenges and Questions

In order to achieve the given mission of Eph’phatha , the gathering of
Christian students the following challenges and questions are produced.

1) How to teach the members to have the firm sense of mission?

2) How to secure the donation and collection from an individual or group to
replace the poor budget?

3) How to secure the joint hour in which the members can get together as
the students are classified into the ones who attend school in day time while
others at night?

4) How to train and educate the members of Eph’phatha to be able to have
the sense of mission on the evangelism in this cyber age?

IT. Research

A. Essence and Mission of the Church

In Old Testament we see the words of 'Qahal’ and 'Edah’ meaning the
church while there is ’‘ecclesia’ in New Testament. If we analyze the terms
ek(From) + Kaleo(to call) means “calling outside” as we see the term the
church is the people called by God for the world with the mission of spreading
gospel of Jesus Christ.

Therefore the essence and mission of the church are;

First, it is to preach Jesus Christ to the world(Kerygma). And church shares
fellowship(Koinonia) between the believers and serves(Diakonia) the world.
According to such essential mission of the church Eph'phatha practices
evangelism, fellowship, and service.

Jesus Christ said that "I will build my church and the gates of the shades
shall not prevail against her”(Matthew 16:18).

B. Biblical Perspectives

The time is coming to gather all nations and tongues and they shall come
and see my glory(Isaiah 66:18). The evangelism of Jonah in Nineveh shows the
work of redeeming another race of God(Jonah 1). We see God chose Israel as
He had the plan of making the witnesses to Gentiles(Isaiah 43:10-12).

The great subject of New Testament is evangelism. The ministry of Jesus
Christ was declaring gospel of God on earth to give the mission of
evangelism(2 Timothy 4:1-2). Jesus Christ dispatched disciples to the world as
the key members for evangelism(John 20:22). In Luke 10 Jesus Christ personally
chose 70 others two by two and sent to the world. Jesus Christ came to this
world to find the lost people and redeem them and the sinners at the same
time(Luke 15:6-5, 19:10). The last order of Jesus Christ was the



evangelism(Matthew 28:19-20).

C. Church Historical Perspectives

The world church history is the one of mission. The mission had continued
under the persecution of Roman Empire for 300 years after the martyrdom of
the deacon Stephan, and the Gregory the Great Pope in early medieval age sent
Augustine as the evangelist to England, thus today England has become the
great Christian nation dispatching evangelists all of the world(Latourette,
1978:523-37).

Korean church history shows that Korean church was started by evangelism
and Korea is the country that put all passions to the evangelism more than any
other churches in the world(Min, Kyung-Bae, 1998, 134-90). Especially Nevius
evangelical policy of self-government, self-support, and self-propagation has
made Korean church as it is today(Kim, In-Soo, 1997:194). Korea Presbyterian
Church performed missionary works by dispatching pastor Lee, Ki-Pung to Jeju
Island by organizing Christian Presbytery in 1907 and in 1912 it organized
General Assembly and dispatched 3 pastors to Sandong castle, China, the proud
church history in its oversea missionary works(Kim, In-Soo, 1999).

D. Korean Cultural Perspectives

In view of Korean culture we see the word of R. Niebuhr in his famous
book "Christ and Culture; "Jesus Christ, the reformer of the culture” at his end
of the 5 patterns. One of the essential role of the church is changing the culture
of the world and reforming the nation in that age. Therefore the mission of
Christians is to go into the culture of the world to make it changed into the
new culture of Jesus Christ. As the words of Jesus Christ "You be the light
and salt of this world”(Matthew 5:13-14) we should enter into nation and
society and change the world into the salt and light of Jesus Christ.

Professor Yoo, Dong-Sik has the firm opinion that Shamanism has effected
Korean culture most among Buddhism, Chondo Religion, and Confucianism. The
faith of Shamanism is depending on the nature and the super human, in other
words it is the faith of depending on something(Yoo, Dong-Sik, 1983:38),
therefore we may confirm that Korean culture and tradition has been the faith
of depending on the super natural person or depending on god.

E. My Personal Experience

During my lecturing on cooking in Hotel Tourism College I had the opinion
that Koreans should be educated more about cooking which has been thought to
be the humble occupation so they are in need of deeper education about food
development, food engineering, and food nutrition. Under such thought I spread
gospel of Jesus Christ, the son of God, who was resurrected 3 days after the
death on the Cross and came to this world to redeem the whole world, and
washed the legs of His disciple with the hand of love. And at the same time I



teach the students to expand the nation of God and I always think that the key
of the mission in Campus is doing my best effort to make the students the
important evangelist.

Especially teaching Eph’phatha , evangelical circle, in our university I have
been doing my best to inspire the members of the mission for evangelism to be
the children of God through spreading gospel to non-Christian students by
teaching them the firm principle of Christian faith. Though there are wvarious
insufficient situations and unsatisfactory result I would continue endeavoring for
such mission with the sense of mission.

M. Theoretical Framework

A. Theoretical Framework

The words "Qahal” and "Ecclesia” mean the people called by God for the
world meaning the church. The primary mission of the church is evangelism.
Therefore the church is the witnessing community at first, secondly, the church
1s the Koinonia community. In the early church Koinonia was the all of life of
the apostles. Thirdly, the church is Diakonia community. The Old and New
Testament are focused on spreading gospel, therefore if we summary Bible in a
word it 1s evangelism.

Through the world and Korean church history we see it was the history of
evangelism(Min, Kyung-Bae, 1998:134-90). Korean society is traditionally the
religious society. The diverse religions such as Shamanism, Buddhism, and
Confucianism have made the evangelism as they could, but they cannot reach
Christianity which was introduced in Modern times. At the bottom of the mind
of Koreans there are various tendencies of depending on the super human.
During my teaching Christian students in university I did my best in inspiring
the Eph’phatha members of their mission as the key missionaries by educating
them through emphasizing urgent necessity of spreading gospel.

B. Theological Principle

J. Calvin said that the elementary duty of the church is interpreting the
words of God. The 1st duty is to teach Bible(Calvin, 1995:51). K. Barth said
that the evangelism means dispatching in its original meaning or in its narrow
meaning. Dispatching is the ground of the Christians to be existing and at the
same time it is the basis of the mission of Christians(Barth, 1995:422). Hans
Kiing emphasizes that the church has the mission of making the people receive
and trust the good news of liberating human in his book of "The Church; .
Under such meaning the apostolic inheritance i1s succeeding the religion and
confession of the apostles fundamentally (Kiing, 1997:149).

A Dulles says in his "The Model of the Church; that the church is formed
by the people gathered by being called by the words of God. The church is the
event between God and human happening through the declaration of the



words(Dulles, 1992:72). When we became the children of God with the
declaration of the gospel, then we will be able to realize that God created the
world and man for the purpose of building the community of justice,
reconciliation, and liberty based on continuous and deep communion between
God and human and the blessings of God(Migliore, 1994:284). Lee, Jong-Sung
explains about the relation between evangelism and the Holy Spirit in his "On
the Holy Spirit; that evangelism is impossible without the emotion and the
ability of the Holy Spirit(Lee, Jong-Sung, 1984:191).

The church and the church men received the great mission of evangelism
from Jesus Christ. The church achieving such mission could be the church of
God and the church men who achieve this mission could be the genuine
Christians. Therefore Eph’phatha members should make effort with their best
for such missions naturally if they are the Christians.

C. Change Theory

First of all I planned to have the thought and life of new students changed
to make them able to spread gospel every year.

The 1st stage is the unfreezing stage to which the organizational renewal
theory was applied, in short the system of existing Ep’hphatha have to be
changed into new frame.

The 2nd stage is the changing stage in which the most preferential mission
of the members of Eph’phatha is participating at the meeting of Eph’phatha |,
because we should not delay the work of delivering the soul dying to the order
of Jesus Christ more than any meeting or promise.

The last is the stage of refreezing in which Eph’phatha should be fixed for
permanent achievement of the mission. In this stage social interactional theory
was adopted. Because it is not easy for Eph’phatha to achieve the essential
purpose unless they have firm unity and conviction on evangelism.

IV. Interventions

A. Envisioning

The members of Eph’phatha have been given the education mainly on being
envisioned in the early part of this year to put urge them to do the work of
spreading gospel to non-Christians in coming year. Based on John 21:15-17 and
with the subject of "The favor of Jesus Christ” I emphasized the words of favor
of Jesus Christ who resurrected 3 days after the death on the Cross for the sin
of this world, "Feed My lambs, tend My sheep, and feed My sheep” to Simon
Peter.

I held the seminar for Eph’phatha to have the sense of evangelism and being
envisioned together.

For the training of the officers I trained them about the practical matters on
individual evangelism in the room of Ephphatha circle on March 30, 2000. The
training included, 1) promotion of the communion between the members, 2)
effort for securing members, and 3) preaching the non-believer friends and
students on the gospel.

C. Implementation

1. The Items Implemented in the Campus of Kyung-Hee
University

We established and processed the following directions to be practiced in the
campus of Kyung-Hee University.

@D We nurture the members as the ones memorizing and studying the words
of Bible. @ We trained the members to be the ones with the sense of
evangelism while they are attending school. 3 We trained them to be able to
understand the purpose of evangelism. @ We train them to be the leader
orienting the future. @ We trained them to be serving and devoting. ® We
trained them to be able to practice the individual missionary works. @ We
trained them to be the counselor.



1) Counseling New Students

We conducted the counseling for new students on the day of orientation in
2001 at the room of Ephphatha circle on Jan. 5, 2001 with Ephphatha members
as the counselor.

2) Introducing Ephphatha

We held the orientation for the new students of the department of Hotel
Tourism this year from Jan. 8 through 13, 2001 at Jechon Citizens Training
Center in Jechon city, Chungcheongbuk-do province with 360 new students
participated at which the Ephphatha officers introduced them the Ephphatha |,
circle of Christian students.

3) Welcoming the New Students

We received the registration for new Ephphatha members from new students
from March 5 through 9, 2001 and the result was 14 new members with 6 men
and 6 women students.

2. The Activities Practiced Outside the University

1) Service Activities — Serving Chonsawon(The House of the Angels)

We performed the service activities for one day in Chonsawon located at
Yukchon-dong, Kangnam-ku, Seoul together with 8 new members on April 28,
2001 where we did the work of trimming the hair, bathing, singing, studying
Bible, and eating and drinking tea.

3. Ministry in Campus in Kyung-Hee University
(Spreading Gospel through Lecture)

1) The evangelical lecture was given at from 9:00 a.m. through 11:50 a.m. on
March 26, 2001 in the 306th room of the building for general lecture by telling
the students to have the feeling of gratitude to God for His grace of giving us
the foods about which we see in Bible such as lambs, fig tree, olive, mana, and
almond.

2) Another evangelical lecture was held at 306th room of the building for
general lecture through 9:00 a.m. through 11:50 am. on Sep. 10, 2001 with the
subject "Crop Storage Controlling” which is the wisdom given to Joseph by God
as we see in Genesis 41.

4. Missionary and Service Activities in the Hospital
1) Ministries at Kyung-Hee Medical Center
(Dawn Prayer Meeting, Preaching the Gospel, and Counseling)

D The ministries for evangelism was conducted through comforting and
praying for the patients hospitalized due to the high blood pressure in herb
medical ward, Kyung-Hee medical center at Hweki-dong, Dongdaemun-ku,
Seoul from 9:30 am. through 12:00 a.m. on March 9, 2001.



@ We conducted the dawn prayer meeting with 50 hospitalized patients at
6:00 am. from March 10 through 23, 2001 through singing the songs and
reading the books of Gospel and we preached and prayed about the event in the
books of gospel in which Jesus Christ healed the patients.

D. Normalization

We made the following norms for the effective practice of the members and
the operation of Ephphatha .

- Chairman : represents Ephphatha in charge of general control of the
members and the meeting of the officers and the whole members through the
guidance in order for effective operation of the goals Ephphatha orients in the
campus of the university.

- Secretary general : helps the chairman in charge of general control of the
activities of officers meeting, of management for the circle for the fellowship
between the members, and preparation and operation of all the activities.

- Secretary is in charge of recording and keeping documents for the meeting
of officers and the general meeting, especially the secretary preserves and keeps
the documents as well as collect every documents related with Ephphatha .

- Treasurer is in charge of general management of the finance such as
collecting membership fee and the donation as well as the details of spending.

- Managers are in charge of the affairs on worship and evangelism as well
as the preparation and distribution of the evangelical pamphlet and worship
guideline and program.

V. Evaluation and Conclusion

A. Evaluation

Evaluation was conducted on the various programs implemented by
Ephphatha this year as the below;

1) Evaluation by the Professor

The evaluation conducted by myself was conducted at my research room on
Nov. 23, 2001 on the various programs performed by Ephphatha in the year of
2001.

@D 1 evaluated that various programs conducted inside and outside the
campus have showed that the relationship between the members of Ephphatha
and the professor and between the students of our department have been opened
more than ever. We could see that the minds of professor and the Ephphatha
members were closely related into one during the period we did the work of
Bible study and missionary activities with our mind open.

@ The activities of Ephphatha members had the limitation in performing
positive activities due to the limitation of time individually as young Ephphatha
members had to participate at the activities other than the one of Ephphatha



because many members were enable to participate at the program already
planned.

@ Some programs planned for this year have not been thoroughly fulfilled
not only because of in cooperative members but also because of the limitation in
finance and space.

@ The activities of helping the needy neighbors attracted the favorable
reaction from Christian students as such were the ways of practicing the faith
during the visit to Taereong Sungsim Hospital and Chonsawon.

2) Evaluation by the Evangelist Teaching Ephphatha

Evangelist Kim, Do-Hun evaluated this program as the below as he taught
Ephphatha once a week as the educational evangelist of Seoul Suji Church.

Ephphatha is the precious gathering following the order of Jesus Christ and
endeavoring for steady campus mission under the brilliant guide of professor
and pastor Jung, Chung-Sung of Kyung-Hee University. It was really precious
and exemplary work as the Ephphatha members performed the activities
dedicating with time and money for evangelizing non-Christian students in such
busy campus life. He evaluated that Ephphatha is the precious religious
community endeavoring for the achievement of the justice of God inheriting the
good tradition of serving and dedicating in the campus of Kyung-Hee
University.

3) Evaluation by Ephphatha Officers

Starting the winter vacation in Dec. this year the Ephphatha members
evaluated their activities. They evaluated that the performed the work of
fellowship and service as much as they could in devotion though all the
members could not participate due to the busy days of study. Especially the
activities for introducing Ephphatha to the new students, for the expansion of
the members and for encouraging the sense of evangelism have been good
attempt though without visible result.

Especially the service activities for patients in Taereung Sungsim Hospital
and for the people in Chonsawon, will be unforgettable and helpful to the faith
of the members as they are the fulfillment of the order of Jesus Christ who
ordered to serve and help the neighbors.

B. Conclusion

The conclusion I could make by writing this dissertation for finishing the
Doctor of Ministry Program of McCormick’s Theological Seminary is as the
below.

1) The essence and the identity of campus mission depend on the devotion
and mission of existing Christian students completely.

2) The vitalization of campus mission could be clear when the member’s
vision is clear.

3) Campus mission is difficult but it should be practiced as it is the order of
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Jesus Christ but we have the faith in the fact that God does the work when we
are not with Him and God makes everything possible while men think it
impossible.

VI. Learnings and Significance

A. Learnings

I learned the followings by finishing this dissertation.

1) Campus mission depends absolutely on the vitalization of Ephphatha .

2) What is important is the change of structure of the circle from the one
centered by the pastor(professor) into the one by officers and members of the
circle.

3) It is urgent to nurture the leaders who can cooperate with the ministry.

4) Without the change of the self of the pastor(professor) and the education
the change and education of Ephphatha members would be poor.

5) The activities of the Ephphatha should be continued though they have not
been satisfactory.

B. Significance

1) This program was the attempt of the missionary activities through the
Christian students circle in non-Christian university.

2) This was the attempt with the aim of teaching and training the students
to make them the key members for evangelism as the professor of this
university.

3) This program was the attempt of training the Ephphatha members to be
able to take the mission of evangelism in secularized university society with

faith and perform the mission of fellowship, Bible study and service each other.

A. General Information

1. Definition of Campus Ministries

Campus ministry is an incarnational presence of Christ within institutions of
higher education.

Christian Reformed campus ministries invites and challenge people, along
with their ideas and institutions, to follow Jesus Christ and to work toward the

full flourishing of all creation.

2. Mission Statement

The mission of the Christian Reformed Church in higher education is to :

@ to engage in holistic kingdom ministries

@® led and served by campus minister, and

@ sustained in relationships of mutual accountability

3. Campus Minstry Goals

a. To celebrate God’s creative, renewing grace within and throughout the
world of higher education.

b. To eagerly gather students, faculty, and staff into followship with Christ
and other members of his body.

c. To boldly promote the reformed world and life view within the academy,
enabling students, faculty and staff to explore and unfold the wonders of God’'s

creation, equipping them to better serve God in this world.



d. To persistently engage the spirit and mind of our culture, testifying to
the Spirit and truth of God’'s grace, and offering hope and redemption by
pursuing the Way of Jesus.

e. To willingly offer the fruit of this missional engagement to the

institutional Church.

4. Campus Ministry Person

g. Campus ministries are shaped by the mission of God and relationship
with the church and academy.

b. Campus ministers are agents of the Church(whether ordained or not) and
the academy. They nurture and extend the mission of the church inside the
world of higher education.

c. Campus ministers rely on and are responsible to ministry colleagues,
supervising campus committees, local congregations, Classical bodies and other
support constituencies.

d. Campus ministers are people of prayer.

B. Administering God’'s Grace through Campus Ministry

1. Rationale for Christian Reformed Campus Ministry

a. The Christian Reformed Church is uniquely gifted for this work because
of its theological heritage and educational fervor.

b. Institutions of higher education are a primary means by which our culture
claims the hearts and minds of emerging leaders.

c. The power of the gospel to transform, redeem and renew the world needs
to take root and begin to flourish at this threshold of social and intellectual

change.

2. Implementing a Campus Ministry



a. Christian Reformed Home Mission (CRHM) through its Campus Ministry
Director (CMD), with the aid of Home Missions Regional Directors (HMRD),
Intercultural Ministry Directors (IMD) and/or the Christian Reformed Campus
Ministry Association (CRCMA) will give assistance to classes or churches for
their ministry on campuses by :

1) Encouraging them to see the challenge and the need of a campus
ministry in their own communities.

2) Helping them to evaluate feasible models of campus ministry for the
educational institutions in their communities.

3) Offering consultative support services (programming ideas, ministry
reviews, etc.) to enhance the overall effectiveness of the ministry.

4) Providing financial assistance through partnership—assistance funding of
campus ministry positions where necessary and when possible.

b. If there is no local Christian Reformed Church (CRC) of the local CRC
congregation(s) and classis(es) are unable to initiate a campus ministry, CRHM
may, by way of exception, initiate a new campus ministry providing a

neighboring classis(es) or congregation(s) is the primary sponsor.

3. Christian Reformed Home Missions Funding of Campus Ministries

a. Any funding will be by way of supporting grants to a local campus
ministry agency.

b. Support funding is ordinarily administered in 3 year cycles.

c. Given the prior allocation of local resourcing partners, the CRHM grant

amount will be based on the outstanding need and currant availability of funds.

4. Supervision

a. Fach campus ministry financially supported by CRHM shall be directed
and supervised by a local campus ministry committee (CMC).

1) The CMC shall be appointed or confirmed by the classis, Classical Home

Missions Committee (CHMC) or a local church council.



2) The CMC shall include the campus pastor, students, other members of
the campus community, and ordinarily also include a representative of the
council and/or classis. These members shall be committed to the Christian faith
and have a vital interest in campus ministry.

3) The CMC ordinarily shall meet monthly and at the request of the
chairperson or campus pastor. The CMC shall elect it own officers, and decide
whether the campus pastor shall be a voting member or an exofficio member

without vote.

b. The CMC shall, in consultation with the church council(s), the CHMC and
the CMD be responsible for the supervision and adminstration of the campus
ministry, including :

1) Providing guidance and supervision to the campus ministry and the
campus minister regarding the employment of the campus minister, setting
annual goals, measuring results, preparing reports and budgets, and assisting in
ministry reviews and personnel assessments.

2) Referring to the local council ministry matters under its supervision, such
as the doctrine and life of the minister.

3) Praying regularly as a group and as individuals for the ministry and the

campus minister.

5. Working relationships.

a. Guidance and accountability

1) The to Pursue the Mission and VISION documents along with Mission
Statement give overall guidelines.

2) CRHM shall provide guidance and support through the services of the
CMD, with the support of the HMRD's and IMD's.

3) Reporting shall be to CRHM via the HMRD or IMD who in turn will
forward reports to the CMD.

4) The CMD shall provide leadership and assistance by conducting a



ministry review and personnel assessment as required or requested.

b. Personnel support services :

1) The CMC decides whom to call/appoint with concurrence of the calling
church, the Home Missions Regional Director/Intercultural Director and the
Campus Ministry Director.

2) CRHM funded campus ministries are eligible for financial assistance for
ministry orientation of new personnel, subject to available funds.

3) CRHM funded campus ministries are eligible to apply for financial
assistance from the CRHM Missionary Training Fund for approved continuing

education/spiritual growth events.

c. Christian Reformed Campus Ministry Association (CRCMA)

1) CRHM maintains a relationship with the CRCMA via the CMD regarding
campus issues and concern.

2) The CMD hosts a Campus Ministry Planning Team, whose membership

will always including the president of the CRCMA.

6. Exceptions to Guidelines

Exceptions to the above campus ministry guidelines shall require the
approval the CRHM board or executive committee. Requests or appeals for such
exceptions shall be addressed to the CMD or HMRD and require the
endorsement of the CHMC.
